POLICE:

A. OLD BUSINESS:

1. Police Department Expansion: Chief Mike Schutzenhofer stated they started painting today.
We had a water issue this morning, and the sump pump was installed today. We also have a
backup that doesn’t rely on power. Telephone and cable will be installed tomorrow. Mayor
Speiser will get in touch with the contractor for the concrete bid. The target completion date
is May 20th — 30th,

B. NEW BUSINESS: Chief Schutzenhofer advised he has had several conversations with a
resident regarding a parking issue on Westview but to no avail. He would like to install no
parking signs in the appropriate area. He has not received any further information on the task
force, and further said they are still working on the grant. Village Administrator Tony
Funderburg stated there are grants available for schools for security officers. Zoning
Administrator Matt Trout advised Representative Mike Bost spoke about them at the
Chamber lunch. Matt also said that Mark Jansen has already submitted a lot of information
for that grant program.
