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The meeting of the Public Property Committee was called to order at 5:00
p.m. on Wednesday, February 5 2014, in the Municipal Center. Those in
attendance were Chairperson Elizabeth Niebruegge, Trustee Dean Pruett, Trustee
Matt Trout, Trustee Mike Blaies, Public Works Director John Tolan, Village
Administrator Tony Funderburg and Office Manager Julie Polson. Guests present:
Pool Managers Scott Schulz, Darren Pierce and lJill Rouse.

POOL: A. OLD BUSINESS:

1. Caregiver _pass: The committee discussed offering a discounted pass to
caregivers or offering the 10-day pass as an option. If we offered the
caregiver pass, we would put the name of the family on that caregiver pass.

2. Shade Structures: Trustee Niebruegge said we will be visiting the Mascoutah
pool to take a look at their shade structures.

3. Chairs for Pool: We need to start looking for chairs now. The managers would
like to get a total of 40 chairs — 20 regular and 20 lounge chairs.

4. Pool Prices: Julie provided pricing from Mascoutah, Millstadt and New Baden's
pools. We are very comparable and less expensive that any of the other
pools.

The committee discussed the change in operating hours of the pool from 12:00 -
8:00 p.m. to 11:00 a.m. — 7:00 p.m. Swim parties would be held from 7:00 p.m. -
9:00 p.m. instead of 8:00 p.m. - 10:00 p.m. Tony believes this is a great idea and
will get more participation.

We also
discussed keeping the concession stand open for the first hour of the pool party.

Personal conduct in the pool and bath house shall be such that the safety of the
individual or others is not jeopardized.

People wearing street shoes and clothing are not permitted in the pool area.
Non-swimming apparel may not be worn in the pool (example: cut-offs).

No glass items are permitted in the pool area.

No dogs or other pets will be permitted in in the pool area.

Unnecessary conversations with, or annoying of a lifeguard while on duty is
prohibited.

Unruly behavior that presents a danger to yourself will not be tolerated.

Children under ten (10) years of age will not be permitted to enter the pool unless
accompanied by a person at least sixteen years of age. If that person is not a
relative, he or she must be designated by a parent of the child as being
responsible for the care and conduct of the child.

11. Patrons are required to obey lifeguard instructions at all times.

C. No child will be permitted in the deep area of the pool, unless he/she can demonstrate
the ability to swim two widths of the pool, in good form, and tread water for at least 30
seconds.

D. Parents or caregivers are responsible for children in the baby pool. Caregivers must be
age 16 or older.

E. Children over the age of five (5) are not allowed in the baby pool without a responsible
person age 16 or older.
