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Essential Businesses

Q. Are Farmers Markets allowed to operate?

A: Under Executive Order 2020-32, farmers markets are considered essential businesses.

Please follow social distancing guidelines and take extra precaution to minimize contact. If you

See section 12a from Executive Order 32 below:

e Stores that sell groceries and medicine. Grocery stores, pharmacies, certified farmers’

markets, farm and produce stands, supermarkets, convenience stores, and other
establishments engaged in the retail sale of groceries, canned food, dry goods, frozen
foods, fresh fruits and vegetables, pet supplies, fresh meats, fish, and poultry, alcoholic
and non-alcoholic beverages, and any other household consumer products (such as

cleaning and personal care products).

Q: CBD/hemp shops cater to people in need of pain relief. They would love to allow curb side

pickup especially for the elderly. Will this be something that might be considered?

A: Under Executive Order 2020-32, non-essential businesses such as CBD/tobacco/vape shops

may re-open to offer curb side services for pickup. Employees working in the shops must follow
the social distancing requirements and must wear a face covering when they may come within
six feet of another employee or a customer. If you have questions or concerns about whether a

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Q: Is the Governor reconsidering allowing shooting ranges to reopen? These clubs have outdoor
shooting ranges, trap & skeet ranges that will make social distancing manageable. Golf Ranges
are allowed to reopen with restrictions and shooting range owners believe they should be able

to reopen with restrictions as well.

A: Under Executive Order 2020-32, both shooting ranges and golf driving ranges are NOT
